The Vessels should be below items.

1. Prepare for stormy weather conditions and be ready to take
immediate action as necessary.

2. Take effective measures to secure all exposed cargo lashing
equipment on the wharf and the construction area.

3. Be prepared to stop cargo and securing construction works at any
time for bad weather.

Further, when working with Dangerous Goods cargo and working
in the construction area in port, check the normal practice of the
port and be prepared to cancel works as necessary.

4. Vessels equipped with such facilities are to observe the following:
@O Keep watch on VHF ch16.
@ Keep AIS in operation and correctly set up.
@ Monitor around your ship and others with radar and visually.

@ Getting the latest weather information.
